[&R] JNTO (the Japan National Tourist Organization), an extra-governmental body
set up by MLIT (the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism) to
encourage international tourism, has led a stepped-up campaign aimed at drawing
visitors from the United States and Asia.
